The Classic Pairs was held in December with the singles
being played at Kowloon Bowling Green Club and Pairs at Craigengower Cricket
Club. Again my sincere thanks to both clubs for providing excellent facilities for

players and spectarors alike.
The Association cannot function withour a Committee and support from member
clubs and their convenors. Likewise, without the support and generosity of sponsors,

staging international events in Hong Kong would be very difficult. To all of you I

am indebted.
Finally, my congratulations to all trophy winners and hope everyone has a great evening.

The tournament featured teams from Australia, Canada,
Cook Islands, Fiji, Hong Kong China, Japan, Malaysia,
New Zealand, Norfolk Island, Papua New Guinea,

Philippines, Thailand, Samoa, Singapore and USA.

Guinea and New Zealand but unfortunately lost their matches against Samoa and a strong Australian

triple. Australia ended up winning the gold medal while Hong Kong finished a disappointing 6th.

Adam, James, Danny and Anthony got off to a flying start with victories over Thailand, Papua New

Guinea and Cook Islands. Despite the good start defeats against New Zealand and Australia put paid to

their chances of a medal. Australia won the gold medal and Hong Kong finished 5th overall.

Noel , who missed out on a medal at World Bowls by a 2 shot
difference, opened his account with wins over Norfolk Island ,
Malaysia and Canada. The 4th round game against Steve

[nvitations to this most prestigious evenr are usually hard to come by and during my trips to other
tournaments a lot of players come up to me and ask how they can get an invite. In the end the rournament

committee decides who to invite and not many people turn it down.

For the first time in the history of the event, the pairs
were held away from the Kowloon Bowling Green Club.
The new venue for the two-man tournament was
Craigengower Cricker Club which in previous years had
hosted the singles. KBGC still played a major part in
the Classic by allowing the use of the greens for the

Souza Singles.

I)Cﬁ:nding champion in the singles George Sneddon of
Scotland ook to the greens early on the first Saturday

morning and was c;lught cold by Luis Fernandes of Hong

Kong Football Club. The world pairs champion losing
out 21-10 to the son of Chi Chi, the man who nearly bear him in the previous year’s singles. Sneddon’s
pairs partner, Alex Marshall did not have time on his side and was disqualified for turning up late for his

first round against Tony Chok.

(Rink A1) to former Kowloon Cricket Club teammate Jacky Wong.

Jason Greenslade left it late to overcome Y H Wu of Filipino Club, coming from 19-7 down to win 21-19
and this led to bigger things for one of the crowd pleasers from Wales. He took out Jacky Wong in the next
round and then squeezed past Mike Galloway of New Zealand to set up a quarter-final clash against

African singles champion Eric Johannes.

Former singles champion Noel Graham of Ireland also gave himself a clash with African opposition afer
beating local opposition in the early rounds and then defeating England’s Graham Shadwell. Local hopes
of a home victory were dashed when Hong Kong’s number one player Noel Kennedy lost in an epic batte
to double defending pairs champion Jonathan Ross. Triple singles champion Adam Jeffrey failed to add to
his collection of medals in his adopted home, when losing 21-17 to Robert Jones of Wales. Jeffrey has

played in four previous Classic, winning the singles three times and being a semi-finalist in che pairs.

The second morning of games started with the (_]u:lrrm"f‘mals and after a grtlclillg couple of hours in the
heat, four players were left standing - two from Wales, one from South Africa and one from [reland. The
semi-finals were over very quickly with Greenslade defeating Ross 21-10 and Burketr paying hopes to an

all-Welsh final with a 21-9 victory over Jones.

Greenslade was out of the blocks very
quickly in the final and Burkett was
always playing catch-up in an atcempt
to add the singles crown to the pairs
he won in 1996. In the end the early
lead was too much and a delighted
Welshman took the title and an
automatic invite back to next year's

Classic with a 21-13 win.

The players moved over the harbour 4

to CCC to start the marathon event

of 11 group games in five days with the top four teams battling it out in knock-out for the title. For the
chance to lift the crown of Hong Kong Pairs Champions each player would have to bowl over 300 woods.
Hard work when a lot of people still see the game as an old mans' sport. I think the massage parlours of

Wanchai may have been used regularly over the week, and I am certain the bars were frequented on a

number of occasions as well. Part of the beauty of the event is the social life which the players enjoy as we

as the fierce competition on the green.

Hong Kong’s James Cheng and Adam Poynton were hoping to go one better than in the previous two years
where they lost to Ireland in the semi-finals. They did not help that cause by losing to qualifiers from
Greende in the first game, which in the end was the only win for Alfred Ng and Philip Chow. They
bounced back by defeating the United States in the evening session and from then on it was up and down

for the Asian pairs champions and they failed to qualify for the final eight.
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The usual suspects quietly moved through their games with precision and only once or twice did a local
club produce an upset. This is part of the uniqueness which the Classic has whereby local clubs ger to take

on, and beat, the international stars.

Both the host club’s pair and the two players from the club across the road, Hong Kong Football Club, did
their club’s proud by producing some great bowls and even better results. The Football Club pair of David
Tou and Tony Tong won seven games and defeated Hong Kong, Malaysia and the United States as well as

beating South Africa 18-15 to finish fourth in sectional play.

CCC’s Fung Kee-tong and Willie Lai also finished fourth in their section ahead of England and Canada to
set themselves up with a quarter-final clash against Australia. A win over the Hong Kong pair of Harry

Thornton and Nelson To plus a tie with New Zealand gave them 15 points from 11 games.

Other quarter-finalists were Scotland, New Zealand, Australia, South Africa, Wales and defending champions
Ireland. Scotland and Australia topped their respective sections by losing only one game and thus avoid

meeting each other until the final, should they win the next two games.

The afternoon play produced some excellent bowls in front of a large crowd who enjoyed glorious
weather in early December. Local members crowded round the rink on which the Australia-CCC match
took place. In the end the pair from ‘Down Under’, both part of the World Champion team scuppered
hopes of another win for the only club team to take home the coveted tite, with a 25-15 win. The
HKFC pair were also outplayed
by world champions and left
with their heads held high, even
after a 25-11 defear to Scotland.
Wales defeated New Zealand
19-12, while South Africa won
a high-scoring barttle against
Ireland ro give themselves a clash

against Scotland.
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The semi-finals again produced some bowls of the highest quality with eight of the best components of the
outdoor game going head-to-head. In the game between Australia and Wales, the pair from ‘the Valleys’
looked down and out until singles champion Greenslade showed why he is ranked so highly. On the last
end he ditched the jack with his last bowl to force a tie and an extra end. On the sudden death end, the
Welsh were always on top and took the shot needed to move through the final where they would meet the
winners of the Scotland-South Africa game. Alex Marshall, a man who is equally at home indoor or out,
having won world championships on both surfaces, was the difference in the game. He skipped his partner,

Sneddon to victory 18-15 over Johannes and Burkert.

The final started in the early afternoon of the Sunday with the crowd staying to watch a game that did not
produce the high-quality of the morning affairs, but was still enough to keep people on the edge of their
seats. Sneddon and Marshall were always in control of the game and played ‘catch us it you can’ with their
Gaelic cousins. The lead was always four or five shots, which proved too much for the Welsh and in the end
the final result of 22-16 was an accurate reflection of the game. This gave Scotland another title in the pairs

and allowed the world champions to add more silverware to their growing resume.
